adopted the descriptive analytical approach and relied on a

guestionnaire, and an interview as tools to collect data. A
random sample consisting of (209) female students in
Hadramout University was selected. The study reached a
number of results, the most important of which are: The level
of social media use by Hadramout University female students
was high, and their competence level in managing their time
was also high. The study demonstrated the presence of a
statistically significant moral impact of using social media in
time management of Hadramout University female students.
The researchers recommended a number of recommendations,
the most important of which are: Hadramout University
should maintain enhancing the role of the effectiveness of the
positive use of social media to raise the female students’
competence and skill in managing their time in a way that
serves the educational process. This should be done via
conducting training courses, workshops and scientific
seminars that enable them to master the use of social media,
and to capitalize time in the browsing process, correspondence
and transference of specialized scientific information so as to

increase their academic achievement scores.
