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This article is concerned with tracing the novels of the
brilliant writer Muhammad Abdul Halim Abdullah which are
characterized by a mixture of Qur’anic verses and prophetic
hadiths, giving them an Islamic and moral inclination, and as a
result, reflecting the writer’s religiosity and humanity, which
was evident in several passages in the novels. Muhammad
Abdul Halim Abdullah cited Qur’anic and hadith expressions
in various contexts in the dialogues between the characters of
his novels and stories, which increased their rhetorical value
and enriched the text with unique beauty. This study focuses on
studying the author’s literature, and on his Islamic inclination
by extracting Islamic and moral features from his novels.
