It also urges believers to
embrace brotherhood, purity of soul, and reconciliation among
themselves. This study aimed at clarifying fanaticism in terms of its

concept, types, causes, and consequences. It also manifested Islam's
attitude towards fanaticism by providing a historical overview of its
emergence, the doctrinal principles in confronting fanaticism, and
identifying the Islamic faith's attitude towards confronting fanaticism.
Through this study, the researcher reached several conclusions, the most
important of which is that fanaticism is dominated by injustice,
oppression, and unfairness. It also indicates racism and hatred. Further,
