to drug prevention within civil society institutions, while no




subsequent prevention programs for former addicts are
available.

The main challenges facing the implementation of preventive
programs included financial constraints and weak coordination
among institutions regarding prevention efforts. Additionally,
the study found lack of follow-up on the impact of programs in
the society, which was restricted to temporary feedback during
the implementation of certain awareness initiatives. There was
also no mechanism for tracking the impacts of preventive
programs within some civil society institutions.

The study concluded with a set of recommendations, the most
important of which are to enhance the role of schools in raising
awareness about the perils of drugs, to develop programs for
subsequent prevention, and to utilize modern methods in
awareness campaigns.
