al-Ghaafiqi (sard hika'n), where he describes himself alternately as the
stranger (gharib) and the exiled (mughtarib)
The poet employs various rhetorical devices (badr’), including
jinas  (paronomasia), tibaq (antithesis)), muqabalah
(correspondence), and tasdir (repetition). Furthermore, he
utilizes distinctive figurative imagery, notably similes, which
personify the condition of the poetic self in the place of exile
and describes its terrors and hardships. He also draws upon
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Quranic intertextuality and the art of sound, amplifying the
effect to emphasize the features of exile and its impact on the
self, both as sender and receiver.

The study adopts a descriptive-analytical approach in dealing
with al-Khattaabs poetic texts, aiming to reveal their surface
and deep structures alongside their artistic and stylistic
patterns.
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
