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The Impact of Context on Grammatical Preponderance in Al-Shangqiti’s
Book (Adhwaa Al-Bayan fi Idhaah al-Qur’an bil Qur’an)
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ABSTRACT:

This study examines Al-Shangqiti’s reliance on contextual
analysis in his Qur’anic exegesis Adhwaa Al-Bayaan,
considering context as a key principle in which he based on
his preponderance among grammarians’ interpretations
and highlighting the impact of this preponderance in
elucidating Quranic meaning. Using a descriptive analytical
approach, the study traces instances in the exegesis where
Al-Shanqiti demonstrates grammarians’ interpretations of
the Quranic verse under study prepondering one of it as per
the general Quranic context, or the specific context of the
verse or as per the external context, in addition to the impact
of that preponderance on the meaning of the verse.
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The findings reveal that context plays a decisive role in
clarifying Qur’anic meanings. It also guides the selection of
the most accurate interpretation because Allah indeed
knows the intentions of his words. The findings also show the
significant impact of context on connotative meaning as it
remains concealed till the context reveals it. Al-Shanqiti’s
method integrates internal and external contextual evidence
and is not often constrained by one preference; he supports
his interpretations by scriptural, linguistic, and
jurisprudential  principles, demonstrating both his
comprehensive scholarship and the interpretive power of
context in uncovering the intended meaning of the Qur’ anic
text.
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
